ANNOTATION
The article deals with the issues of determining the main factors of the inflammatory process in COVID-
19, as well as characteristic changes in hospitalized patients with ENT diseases. The aim of the study is to
identify the characteristic clinical and laboratory parameters of ENT diseases in moderate and severe COVID-
19 to identify predictors for diagnosing complications and the degree of decompensation. Patients (n=51) aged
20 to 82 years with a diagnosis of COVID-19 were examined. The highest percentage of patients was noted in
the group of patients from 41 to 50 years old, predominantly male. Quantitative determination of CRP, IL-6,
D-dimer, ferritin, procalcitonin, SBR, LDH, which can serve as a reliable diagnostic marker of the severity,
progression and outcome of the disease.
