A study of the immunological status of 120
pregnant women with fetoplacental dysfunction
(FPD) related to COVID-19 revealed significant
changes in IgM and IgG levels. In the first week,
IgM levels were 3.8+0.04 g/L and 4.0+£0.05 g/L;
in the second week, 3.1£0.03 g/L and 3.8+0.02 g/L;
and in the fourth week, 2.6+0.03 g/L and 2.5+0.03
g/L. IgG levels increased: after two weeks, they were
18.0+0.02 g/L and 17.0+0.04 g/L; after four weeks,
28.2+0.01 g/L and 30.1+0.05 g/L. The inverse
correlation between IgM levels at one and four
weeks (r=-0.14) indicates a decrease in IgM and an
increase in 1gG over the course of the illness.
