STAGES OF FORMATION AND PROSPECTS FOR DEVELOPMENT OF TOURISM
INFRASTRUCTURE IN UZBEKISTAN

Annotation: The article examines the formation and development of the economy and tourism in
Uzbekistan, conceptual approaches to the development of a country’s development strategy.
Key words: tourism, cluster, strategy, innovation, cluster, competitiveness, investment.

In Uzbekistan, with the adoption of the new Strategy, a qualitatively new stage of modernization of
all spheres of society has begun. Today, the reforms carried out in the early 90s for the formation and
development of tourism infrastructure are giving positive results. Typically, tourism infrastructure
creates easy access for tourists to tourism resources, building systems, engineering and communication
networks, including roads, various companies and other systems that provide services in the service
sector.

Nowadays, there are systems in the country that regulate the movement of road, rail, air, and river
routes. Even under the Soviet Union, a tourist infrastructure was established in Uzbekistan. For
example, in 1985-1989, domestic and regional tourism in Uzbekistan amounted to 1.4-1.5 million
people, the number of foreign tourists reached only 130-180 thousand people. In 1992, there were
only 27 types of services for foreign tourists in the country’s tourism industry, and now (in 2019) more
than 103. The formation and development of tourism infrastructure of the Republic of Uzbekistan can
be divided into five stages. In Uzbekistan, at the first stage, that is, in 1992, tourism was formed as
an independent industry.

At this stage, the national company “Uzbek tourism” was the regulator of the tourism industry.
At the second stage, that is, during 1993-1995, a national model of the formation and successful
functioning of tourism was developed. Of course, there were problems in the development of new
tourist destinations, services, material and technical base, management, organizational systems and
others.

At the third stage, that is, in the period from 1995 to 1997, the objects and subjects of the tourism
sector were privatized. At the beginning of 1996, about 90% of state tourist facilities were already
privatized. At the fourth stage, or in 1998, the opportunity was created to develop export potential,
a constant influx of foreign exchange, tourists and investments. Tourism as a modern service sector
has developed in accordance with international standards, as well as the tourism infrastructure, in
particular, borders, customs and airport services.

The period after 1999 characterizes the fifth stage of tourism development. During this period,
the Decree of the first President of the Republic of Uzbekistan “State Concept on the Development
of Tourism” was signed. Today, in order to develop tourism infrastructure that meets international
standards, investments are needed. Currently, the economic or political system components of the
tourism infrastructure, which are of an auxiliary and subordinate nature, ensure the smooth operation
of the service. The main factors of the sufficiency of the types of infrastructure existing in the country
can be grouped as follows:

* regional manual labor and the necessary tools;

* recreation complexes (hotel, motel, camping);

* water, mainly drinking water supply;

* sewerage and telecommunications;

» providing sufficient food,

* health care system,;

* safe transport in terms of providing the necessary resources;
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* reliable rail transport;

* development of programs for the protection of historical monuments and traditions;

* cultural programs and places for reading, libraries, museums, theaters, construction of private
and public cultural centers;

* training of professional personnel in the field of tourism, creation of conditions for the possibility
of learning and self-development;

* measures to prevent natural disasters and the development of fire services.

Of course, the development of the tourism industry largely depends on the tourism infrastructure.
It is known that tourism infrastructure is currently the third most profitable industry in the world.
Today, the tourism industry is a dynamic international trade service. Over the past 10-20 years, the
number of foreign tourists in the world annually increased by 5-6% on average, and the growth rate
of receipts in foreign currency averaged 8-9% annually. International tourism continues to grow,
with tourist arrivals up 4% in the first quarter of 2019.

Today, the following factors can form the basis for the development of tourism infrastructure in
Uzbekistan:

* economic growth and social processes;

* development of vehicles;

* an increase in the number of workers and employees and an increase in their material and cultural
level in developed countries;

* increasing the efficiency of the workforce and extending vacations;

* development of interstate relations and cultural ties and personal relations at the regional and
interregional levels;

* removing barriers to border barriers, currency exchange and corruption.

Today, in order to form and increase the income of tourist organizations, special marketing research
is needed. It is necessary to develop hotel complexes, transport services, catering services, retail
chains and many other operations that are part of the tourism infrastructure.

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SMALL SCULPTURE

Annotation: The article is devoted to the problems of the definition of small sculpture, the typology
of this type of fine art, taking into account its specificity, and also analyzes the characteristic features
of works of small plastic and their difference from objects of decorative and applied art.

Key words: small, sculpture, plastic, definition, arts and crafts, art.

In modern reference books and encyclopedias for practitioners in the study, description and
assessment of antiques, there is no well-established and generally accepted definition of small
sculpture. In the scientific literature, there is a confusion of the concepts of small sculpture and its
other types. The authors do not see the difference between small sculpture and works of decorative
and applied art. Such confusion leads to the fact that the same works can refer to the works of easel
sculpture, and to small plastic, and to decorative and applied art. In practice, this is what happens.

Small sculpture is a table or office sculpture of various genres, replicated by the author or by a
factory, measuring no more than 82 cm in height and performing the tasks of organizing the interior
space of a living room, as well as creating an emotionally filled artistic image dressed in an expressive
plastic form. The height of 82 cm in the definition of a small sculpture was adopted for two reasons.
First, among the works of masters of small sculpture, this value is the limiting one. Reduced copyright
copies of the famous monumental sculpture reach exactly this limiting size. The second reason is
the established exhibition practice. In Russia, due to the growth of the population at the turn of the
19th-20th centuries, a change in the structure of the estate state of society, there is a sharp increase in
capital construction, a change in the quality of houses under construction.

Small plastics began to play an important role in room design. In addition to the formative task,
this type of sculpture performed representative functions, showing the standard of living of home
owners. A small sculpture in the period under review in the history of Russia adorns the living rooms
of private mansions, palaces of high society nobility, doctors ‘and lawyers’ offices. In connection with
this circumstance, a new quality of residential interiors appears. An example of the new functions of
small sculpture is the description of the interior of the apartment of the father of the famous art critic
A. N. Benois.

The rapid development of sculpture was caused by the emergence of a large number of educational
institutions in the largest cities of Russia with a population of more than 400,000 people, namely in St.
Petersburg, Moscow and Odessa. In these educational institutions, students were to gain experience in
tactile work with plastic materials as part of the educational process. The most famous manufacturers
of small-scale sculptures are the Kaslinsky and Kusinsky factories. Small sculptures are intended for
mass production, organization of the interior space of a living room, demonstration in the interior and
satisfaction of the aesthetic needs of the audience.

The series of sculptures of that time had to meet the requirements of the national culture of the
society of that time and the requirements of the market for the consumption of this product: the
statuette had to be placed on the table, not be the dominant height in relation to the standing person, on
whom it has an aesthetic impact. A well-known difficulty can be the case of describing and analyzing
combined works of art consisting of objects of utilitarian significance: clocks, lamps, furniture with
small sculptures. In the case of describing combined works of art, it would be most correct to use the
concept of plastic, which forms the corresponding object of decorative and applied art. The variety
of plastic decorations inherent in applied art can be attributed to sculpture, depending on the nature of
the attitude towards the object being decorated.

Separated from the actual decorative and applied object, which has utilitarian functions, a small
sculpture creates the impression of a finished work that has an independent aesthetic value. In this
case, there is no fundamental inextricable connection between small plastic and an object of applied
art, and each of them creates the impression of a finished work of art.

Meanwhile, small sculpture differs from objects of decorative and applied art in that it cannot and
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should not perform everyday functions or cause a desire to practically use its works: you can sit in an
armchair, pour water from a jug, but one cannot expect these functions to perform from small objects.
sculptures. In addition, sculptures are characterized by four requirements for verisimilitude: the unity
of time, the unity of place, the unity of action and psychologism. Works of decorative and applied art
do not meet these requirements due to their nature.

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DIFFERENTIAL DIAGNOSIS OF VARIOUS FORMS OF ANEMIA AMONG PATIENTS
WITH CHRONIC DISEASES.

Symmari. In our republic of Uzbekistan, practically no research has been carried out on various
aspects of anemia of chronic diseases. In this study, for the first time, a retrospective analysis of the
case histories of the 2nd city hospital in Fergana was carried out. We studied 61 case histories of
patients with chronic gastrointestinal diseases and rheumatism, of which 8 were men and 53 were
women. The duration of the course of the disease ranged from 1 to 14 years. It was found that,
regardless of age and gender, mild anemia is mainly detected - 80-90%, moderate anemia is most
often detected at the age of 61-84 years - 20%, compared with younger patients — 7,7% - 10%, and a
severe degree of anemia was detected in 1 case in a woman. Regardless of the duration of the course
of the chronic disease, the main proportion was mild anemia - 75 - 90%. With disease duration of 2-5
years, the average degree of anemia is detected 5 times more often in other patients. When diagnosing
anemia of chronic diseases at the level of district and city health facilities, it is necessary to carry out
differential diagnostics with other anemia’s and extended studies to clarify the form of anemia, which
will allow for targeted and effective treatment of anemic syndrome and the underlying disease.

Key words: anemia of chronic diseases, severity of anemia, chronic diseases, hemoglobin,
erythrocytes, retrospective data.

Materials and methods. For the study there were retrospective data from the case histories of 61
patients with anemia, of which 19 with chronic diseases of the gastrointestinal tract, 42 patients with
rheumatism. The age of the patients was from 17 to 84 years old, men 8, women 53, from Fergana
10, from 51 districts.

Results. During the analysis of data on a retrospective study of the case histories of 61 patients
with ACD, it was found that the overwhelming majority were women - 53 (86.88%) patients, and
only 8 (13.12%) were men. Among patients, urban patients accounted for 16.39%, the majority of
patients were rural residents - 83, 61%. The duration of the disease for 6-10 years or more was noted
in 16 patients (26, 23%), within 2-5 months, the disease continued in 24 patients (39.34%), and in 21
patients (34.43%) the duration the disease was only 1 year or less. We have studied the incidence of
anemia depending on the age and gender of patients. In accordance with the WHO data, hemoglobin
values of 69 g /1 and below are taken for severe anemia, 70-90 g / I for moderate anemia, mild for
women below 120 g/ 1, for men below 130 g/ 1.

When studying the detection rate of anemia depending on the gender of patients, we found that
there are more cases of mild anemia among men than among women, and cases of moderate anemia
are more often detected among women. The only case of severe anemia was found in a group of
women.

In this work, we studied the indicators of the detection of anemia in patients with chronic diseases,
depending on the duration of the course of the disease. As our studies have shown, a severe degree of
anemia was detected in one case, when the duration of the chronic disease was 1 year or less. With a
disease duration of 2-5 years, the average degree of anemia is detected 5 times more often than with
a duration of 1 year or less, and also 2 times more often than with a duration of 6-10 years. The main
share of anemia was mild - 83.60%, the average degree was detected in 14.75% of cases, and severe
in 1.64% of cases. In general, no relationship was found between the severity of anemia and the
duration of the course of the chronic disease.
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Conclusions.

1. Based on the materials of retrospective studies, it has been established that among patients with
chronic gastrointestinal diseases and rheumatism, regardless of age and sex, anemia of 80-90% is
mainly detected. Moderate anemia is most often detected at the age of 61-84 years - 20%, compared
with younger patients - 7.7% - 10.0%.

2. Regardless of the duration of the course of the chronic disease, the main proportion in all cases
was mild anemia, moderate anemia is reliably more often detected when the duration of the chronic
disease is 2-5 years.

3. When diagnosing anemia of chronic diseases at the level of district and city health care facilities,
it is necessary to carry out differential diagnostics and extended studies to clarify the etiopathogenetic
mechanisms of anemia development, which will allow for targeted and effective treatment of anemic
syndrome and the underlying disease.
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WAYS TO IMPROVE THE RESULTS OF SURGICAL TREATMENT OF DIFFUSE
TOXIC GOITER

Abstract: The authors conclude that the use of the improved method of surgical access to the
thyroid gland and the postoperative rehabilitation program made it possible to reduce the incidence
of long-term complications, which, in general, provided an increase in the proportion of good and
satisfactory results from 84.7% to 97.3% with a decrease in the probability of an unsatisfactory
outcome from 15.3% to 2.7%.

Key words: strumectomy, thyroid gland, hypothyroidism, hypoparathyroidism, diffuse toxic
goiter.

Introduction. A topical and leading issue in surgical endocrinology is the treatment of patients with
diffuse toxic goiter. To date, a difficult task for this group of patients is considered to be the therapy of
postoperative hypothyroidism and recurrence of thyrotoxicosis, which is caused by the development
of pathological metabolic and metabolic syndromes, as well as the complexity of adequate correction
of disturbed endocrine regulation of the body [2;7;8].

Despite the high level of development of pharmaceuticals, today there is no clear protocol for
the treatment of patients with thyroid disease, in this regard, there is also no treatment method that
provides 100% correction of immunological disorders and restoration of normal thyroid function
[1,4,8,9]. Surgical treatment is most often recommended for patients with contraindications to other
methods of treatment [6]. Currently, many works are devoted to treatment with radioactive iodine
[2-5].

Aim. To improve the results of surgical treatment of diffuse toxic goiter by improving the tactical
and technical aspects of operations.

Materials and methods.

The analysis made it possible to determine two main directions for improving the results of surgical
treatment of DTG:

tactical aspects - optimization of the choice of the method of surgery to reduce the risk of
postoperative hormonal disorders and recurrence of the disease;

technical aspects - improving the method of surgical treatment of DTG to reduce the risk of
developing specific postoperative complications.

The dissertation research was carried out in the Department of Surgery No. 3 on the basis of the
Department of Surgical Diseases of ASMI. The work is based on the results of treatment of diffuse
toxic goiter (DTG) in 291 patients operated on for the period from 2011 to 2020.

According to the undertaken tactical and technical aspects, all patients were divided into 2 groups.
The main group included 124 patients who underwent improved tactical and technical aspects of the
surgical treatment of thyroid disease, treated for the period from 2016 to 2020. The comparison group
included 167 patients who underwent standard operations on the thyroid gland (TG) in the volume of
subtotal resection or total thyroidectomy in the period from 2011 to 2015.

The distribution of patients by sex and age showed that the overwhelming majority were female
patients (82.5%; 240 out of 291), with an approximately equal proportion both in the comparison group
(82.0%; 137 out of 167) and in the main group (83.1%; 103 out of 124). Also, most of the patients
were in active working age - from 21 to 50 years. The average age of patients in the comparison group
was 39.0 + 11.2 years, and in the main group - 41.27 + 11.79 years.
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Improved access to the thyroid gland. An arcuate incision is made in the skin, subcutaneous fatty
tissue with detachment of the upper flap to the thyroid cartilage. The subcutaneous muscles (platysma)
of the neck and the saphenous veins do not intersect or ligate, but are diluted longitudinally from the
lower edge of the wound to the thyroid cartilage, this makes it possible to avoid postoperative edema
in the skin flaps, since this eliminates the violation of lymphatic circulation in the subcutaneous
adipose tissue and the occurrence of infiltration in the postoperative wound. Then mobilization is
done along the midline of the neck of the prethyroid muscles, dissecting on both sides wedge-shaped
upwards and in two directions to the thyroid cartilage duplicate of the fascia of the stern hyoid and
sterno-thyroid muscles, after which the free fascia above the thyroid gland is lifted and dissected, and
the prethyroid muscles with hooks bred in both directions. In the future, according to the developed
method, a stumectomy or subtotal resection is performed. When using the new method, the operation
time is reduced by 1.5 times.

Results and its discussion. In total, 28.7% (48 of 167) cases with complications in the comparison
group and 11.3% (14 of 124) in the main group were observed in the early postoperative period, which
was statistically significantly lower. In this structure, dysphonia was most often noted both in the
comparison group (22.2%; 37 out of 167) and in the main group (8.9%; 11 out of 124). Hypocalcemia
occurred in 12.6% (21 of 167) and 5.6% (7 of 124) cases in the comparison group and the main group,
respectively.

Conclusion. Thus, the improved method of surgical access to the thyroid gland provides adequate
visualization of the organ with minimization of the likelihood of trauma to the surrounding tissues,
which made it possible to reduce the incidence of complications associated with the technical aspects
of the operation from 11.4% in 19 out of 167 patients in the comparison group to 4.8%. and in 6 of
124 patients in the study group (bleeding, tracheomalacia, dysphonia, wound suppuration). At the
same time, the frequency of complications from the vocal folds in the nearest period decreased by
22.2% in 37 out of 167 patients in the comparison group to 8.9% and in 110of 124 patients in the main
group, in whose structure the proportion of folds edema decreased from 14.4% (24) to 6.5% (8), and
laryngeal paresis from 7.8% (13) to 2.4% (3). In turn, in the long-term period, persistent damage to
the recurrent nerve was noted in 6.0% in 9 out of 150 traced patients, and in the comparison group
and 0.9% in 1 out of 112 in the main group.

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HOW TO GET YOUR CHILD INTERESTED IN LEARNING ENGLISH
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Annotation: The article below is written to help parents who want their kids to be fluent in English
Key words: a whole story, knowledge of a language, absorb information, achieve information

grade or because “mom said so.” However, in order to achieve the best results, the child himself
must want to know the language. Despite the fact that children absorb information much better and
remember it faster, they should understand why they need it, especially in such an area as learning a
new language.

How to get attention?

The attitude “knowing English, you will be able to find a prestigious job in 20 years” or “English
will help you to communicate with people from different countries in adult life” is unlikely to become
a strong motivation for a 7-10 year old child. Instead, it is better to say that knowledge of the language
will open up so many opportunities for you to explore our world that you can watch the newest
cartoons and read interesting books that have not yet been translated into Uzbek.

Learn English through games

Since at an early age the child learns the world mostly in a play format, it is necessary to involve
him in learning English through games. You can choose his favorite toys, tell what they are called
and together write a whole story of their life in English. Many parents and teachers use the tactics of
combining visual, auditory and tactile perception, allowing the child to hear, see and touch the subject
whose name needs to be learned. This method helps to speed up the memorization of new words and
expressions and encourages the child to learn new material, as he will be interested in learning more
and more names of his favorite things.

Many children enjoy guessing things a lot. Take as a basis a well-known game where a piece of
paper with the name of a famous person / hero of a film or cartoon is sculpted on the forehead, and
the child must, by asking questions, guess who he is. Of course, questions and answers must be in
English.

A significant part of our life is spent with various gadgets in our hands. Many children are familiar
with phones and tablets from the cradle. Download a program or game on the Internet that will help
you learn English. Now there are many options, including free ones, that both entertain and educate
children. The child will be interested in getting points in an interesting game and will not notice
himself how he learns a lot of new words and constructions.

From simple to complex

When we start to study a new area for us, be it a foreign language or mechanical engineering, we
always start from the very basics, consistently increasing the load. Also with children - start with
simple words and constructions, do not overload the child if you see that he is not coping and be sure
to praise for every successful step.

Don’t forget about school!

If your child is already in school, you should also pay attention to how English is taught there.
There are a number of things that not only do not help to captivate and interest the child in a foreign
language, but, on the contrary, discourage all the desire to learn new things in him.

For example, in many Russian schools, most of the classes are devoted to dry memorization of
boring rules and exceptions to them. Children speak little on topics of interest to them, but only
memorize the next texts and dialogues. Of course, this is useful, but often theory goes to the detriment
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of colloquial speech.

Also, in schools, as a rule, there is practically no creative component. Teachers rarely invite
children to watch a movie, sing and translate a famous song, or act out scenes from films and cartoons
in English. Meanwhile, it is precisely this format of classes that not only contributes to excellent
memorization of new material, but also instills in the child an interest and love for a new culture.

Pay special attention to those moments that are not practiced in schools and work with your child in
these areas, so that he understands that learning is not only boring cramming the rules and performing
the same type of exercises, but also the opportunity to approach your favorite games and creative
activities.

Be sure to praise!

Do not forget that absolutely everyone makes mistakes, especially in such a difficult task as learning
a foreign language. In no case should you scold for them. Instead, try to figure out together what is the
cause of the error and what needs to be done to prevent it from happening again.

BASIC PARAMETERS OF PHYSICAL PROPERTIES OF THE SALINE SOILS IN
ROADSIDE OF HIGHWAYS

Annotation: This article provides information about the basic parameters of physical properties
of the saline soils in roadside of highways, the key and rational indicators which are determined by
the experiments and by calculating respectively in the evaluation of soil physical states, the density of
solid particles, the basic parameters of density and moisture of the soil in natural condition.

In line with the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated February 14,2017 PD-
4954 “On Measures for Further Improvement of the System of Management of Roads”, identify the
prospects of development and improvement of automobile roads, ensure the preservation of intercity
rural roads, cities, towns, villages, community existing streets network, ensuring their traffic usage
to be in a high level, organization of scientific research, introduction of innovative technologies and
modern standards in the design, construction, reconstruction, repair and maintenance of highways as
well as, ensure the compliance to the town-planning norms and regulations, quality standards in the
fields of design, build, reconstruction, maintenance and preservation was identified.

In the evaluation of soil physical states, the key and rational indicators are used which is
determined by the experiments and by calculating respectively. The density of solid particles is the
basic parameters of density and moisture of the soil in natural condition. The density of the soil in dry
condition (soil skull), soil porosity, porosity ratio, moisture level and density in clay condition are the
rational indicators. They are calculated based on key indicators.

Usually, soils consist of hard particles with a certain mass and water as well as the air which is
mass of zero. In some cases, air can be replaced by water (in soil saturated with water) or vice versa,
the air in the place of water (in dry soil). Let it be, the mass of the mineral particles in any tested
sample is Mc, volume Ve, the size of the cavities in the soil V , the mass of the water in these pits Mw.
The quantities and proportions of these components directly determine the physical state of the soil.

The structure of the soils, salinity feature and level which are used at the upper part of the roadside
in road construction divided according to Tables 1-2.

In the area spreading saline soils, the roadside should be designed with regard to the level of
salinity to be determined on the basis of Table 1-2. When it is complied with the standards of non-
saline soils, it is permitted to use low and middle saline soils for protrusion, including the working
surface.

When compulsory protective action from moisture of the working surface is prevented, strong and
middle saline soils are more useful as protrusion, as well as working surface materials in regions
of the II type of moisturizing. In moisturized saline soil areas, the roadside should be designed with
compliance to requirement of soft based protrusion.

When evaluating the state of the soil water saturation level, humidity content named indicator is
used.

The humidification value can be changed from 0 (dry soils) to 1 (soil saturated with water). If this
indicator is between 0 and 0.5 - the soil is poorly moistened; if it is from 0.5 to 0.8 - moistured, from
0.8 to 1, the soil is considered water-saturated.

Soil density levels depends on their moisture content in many respects. The humidity which gives
possibility of gaining the greatest value of the density of soil skull

in effect of unchanged (standard) density is called optimal moisture of the soil. The values of this
indicator are set using experiments for each type of soil. The values of optimal moisture content in
fine-grained and powdered sand are § ... 14%; in sandy soils 9 ... 20%; in normal soils 12 ... 20%; and
in clay soils vary from 16 to 30%.

Special soils are: muddy; lessing soil; clay, quaternary soils, shale, spiny sand, artificial soil
(industrial waste).

Soft soils include joined soils which are naturally strong to move less than 0.075 MPa (in testing
with rotating tool) or when loaded at 0.25 MPa the sedimentation module is more than 50 mm / m
(deformation module less than 5.0 MPa)

When test data missed, it is recommended to include muddy, clay (including lessing soils
consistency level more than 0.5), and the moisture soils containing chlorine salts.

Powder-gray soils with more than 50% (0.05-0.005 mm) dust particles, light and average
soluble salts and calcium carbonate, should be included into the lessing soils. Lessing soil has the
ability to maintain steep sloping with the same composition, in its natural state with a high porosity,
low dampness. Low moisture-free soils when moistured is drown, it is easy to get wet and washed,
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and when soil saturated with water you can switch to the flowed state

On plots with high moisture, engineer-geological explorations are carried out in accordance with
the special program specified in the technical assignment. The program and the technical assignment
will be developed jointly by design and exploratory organizations. The materials obtained during
the exploration, generally it gives the possibility to implement the followings:

- quantitative assessment of the stabilization of the base;

- forecasting the value and duration of the base in consolidation process.

In general, these materials should evaluate the possibility of using high moisture layer as a
protrusion material.

The program can be edited after receiving the actual data of exploration works from the design
organization.

The project documents provide for the control of geotechnical controls on protrusion studies and
status of protrusions during the construction and after completion (during warranty period)

Engineer-geological explorations may include the following types of works:

- exploration and collecting, analyzing and summarizing data from previous years;

- Receiving and decoding material for aerospace materials;

- recognizable checking with aerovisual and route transmissions;

- crossing rock caves;

- geophysical study of the area;

-field surveys;

-hydrogeological research;

- stationary observations;

- Study of soil and water in laboratory conditions;

- prediction of possible changes in geological conditions;

- processing of materials;

- Creating (conclusive) a technical report.
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
