Relevance

At the university, the student becomes the subject of education, actively masters
its content, builds and evaluates the ways of his activities, the student for the first
time encounters many types of activities that are components of his future profession
and analyzes its results. The transfer of "personal knowledge" is possible, as a rule,
only in the "teacher-student” dyad.

Subjectivity, as the main personality trait, is manifested in the ability to make a
choice and take responsibility for the choice made, to show one's individuality and

to regulate one's behavior. The position of the subject provides the student with the
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continuity of professional and personal development. Analysis of scientific research
literature in terms of the content of the concept of "professional competence™ [1,2],
highlights some individual qualities of the personality of a future specialist, which
form his professional suitability and constitute the content of ideas about the essence
of a student - a subject of foreign language education:

- efficiency (performance of professional duties within a certain time frame);

- entrepreneurial spirit (initiative in introducing innovations into professional
activity, knowledge of foreign languages, improvement of educational technologies,
extraction of foreign language information);

- organization (the ability to clearly organize their work, the ability to plan,
predict, control and coordinate professional activities, analyze and summarize
information, including foreign language);

- Leadership (the ability to lead and develop business qualities among colleagues
or subordinates, to quickly make adequate solutions to emerging problems);

- communicativeness (the ability to maintain contacts with colleagues, foreign
partners in the field of professional communication, create an atmosphere of trust,
tolerance and mutual understanding);

- social responsibility (the ability to combine state, corporate and personal
interests in work).

Personality education is a complex process. To realize it, several important factors
are necessary:. a correct and creative approach to education, its continuity, the
responsibility of members of society for education, personal example, the priority of
family education. It should be noted that 30% of the population of our country is
young people from 14 to 30 years old. Therefore, the state youth policy is aimed,
first of all, at creating conditions for young people to receive an education and a
profession, and the organization of meaningful leisure is also important. The main
directions of the youth policy of Uzbekistan are: ensuring rights, freedoms and
legitimate interests; protection of life and health of young people; promoting her

spiritual, intellectual, physical and moral development; providing affordable and
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quality education; creating conditions for employment and employment; education
in the spirit of patriotism, citizenship, tolerance, respect for laws, national and
universal values, the ability to resist harmful influences; protection from actions
leading to the undermining of moral foundations, from the ideas of terrorism and
religious extremism, separatism, fundamentalism, the cult of violence and cruelty;
raising the level of legal consciousness and legal culture; support and stimulation of
talents; creating conditions for the development of youth entrepreneurship; the
formation of the desire for a healthy lifestyle, as well as the creation of conditions
for the organization of meaningful leisure and the mass development of youth sports;
implementation of a comprehensive system of measures for the moral and material
support of young families, the creation of decent housing and social conditions for
them; development of cooperation with international organizations carrying out
activities in the field of realization of the rights and freedoms of youth [3]. The
education system has an important place in this process, since the main task of
educational institutions is to promote the intellectual, spiritual, emotional, labor and
physical development of students, laying the foundations for adherence to universal
human values, creating the necessary conditions for self-development, manifesting
inner potential and creativity, achieving success.

At a video conference on March 19, 2019, the head of our Uzbekistan, Sh. M.
Mirziyayev, put forward five important initiatives: the first is to attract young people
to music, fiction, theater and other types of art; the second - introduction to sports;
third - effective use of computer technology and the Internet;

fourth - the systematic organization of work to improve the spirituality of youth
and the promotion of reading culture; fifth, providing women with jobs. These
initiatives are being actively implemented today. In particular, the Tashkent Medical
Academy conducts effective work to improve the system of educational work, form
students of high spiritual and moral qualities, strengthen immunity from alien ideas

and ideologies, introduce a healthy lifestyle and organize meaningful leisure.
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The role of spirituality in educating the youth of Uzbekistan in the spirit of the
national idea and ideology is great, since a strong, powerful state can only be built
on the foundation of ideological maturity and high spirituality of the younger
generation. A significant self-neglect, with teachers and characters of education in
recent years, is the understanding of the importance of education in the educational
process.
