NATIONAL CLOTHES OF ARABS
Sherzod ISKANDAROYV

Clothing of Arabs living in Uzbekistan originally formed under the
influence of long historical process and prevailed traditions.

Arabs are the main population of Zheynov village in the south-
western Kashkadarya 50 km far from Karshi.

The traditional Arab women's wear is the dress, the underwear
trousers, coat, and quilted coat. Clothing styles and colors were
chosen in accordance with the age of women. Earlier, Arab women
wore wide dress with long sleevps (sub), traditional for this type of
population of Central Asia. It was widespread the custom of wearing
clothes over another clothing among the women. The upper dress
was wide and long. Older women (nabba) wore dresses of white or
blue color. Usually it was a long dress down to the ankles. A black
ending chiroz is stitched on the collar and sleeves. Arab girls love
to wear dresses called «eka kyylak mundi» still now. Traditionally
unmarried girls wore «kizil gizzi» and young daughter-in-laws - «ok
gizzi.»

In the early twentieth century, the process of penetration of
European-style clothing into the region began, which had an influence
on traditional clothing.

Socio-political transformation in Arabs' lives of the region and
ideological policy, introduction of modern technologies, established
trade relations between the different historical and ethnographic
territories and ethnic groups mainly affected on the transformation
of the national dresses of Arabs in the XX century.

The harmony of the Uzbek and Arab national culture is found
in the tailoring and design of the Arab traditional clothing. Climatic
condition, economic activity, the level of production is directly taken
into account when sewing and clothing design. Population engaged
in agriculture had cotton clothing; cattle-breeders had clothing from
woolen fabrics. Arabs living in the region wore clothes made of cotton
and woolen fabrics too.

There are differences in the national dresses of Arabs living in
Baysun, Gizhduvan, Zheynov, Kasan, Polat, Parhuzade, clothing of
population of Zheynov have a great originality. This is particularly
evident in the mourning clothes; the colors of mourning are white
and blue. Arabs of Zheynov did not remove mourning for two years.

Arabs from Kassan usually had mourning clothes in a blue color;
black dresses and headscarf as a symbol of mourning were dressed
very rare. Arab women in Khorezm and Karakalpakstan wear white
clothes during the period of mourning.

Penetration European-cut clothes in the Central Asian region
started in 20-30s of the XX century; it has brought the fashion of
wearing the national shirt with pants, women's dresses with vests.
Men's clothing consisted of a straight cut jacket and wide trousers
in 40-50s. Thus, the national clothing became simpler and more
beautiful.

Now, there is Arab national dresses only in a few families, only
bukhnak, khatabak, gusse, natti remained. Sometimes weddings
are held on Arab national traditions and the bride is dressed in a
traditional gussi bukhnak.

Traditional decorations, as well as clothing, reflect the
characteristics of particular nation, ethnic, ethnographic and local
groups. Accessories are the itepis that adorn women's clothes, giving
it the tenderness and beauty. Ornaments under the name natty,
chetnatti, silsila, chalmur are common among the local population.

Natty is an ornament for the nose made of gold. Bukhnak is a
kind of headwear decorated with 25 silver coins and with two small
gold dollies.

There was a mixture of Uzbek and Arab cultures in the XX
century. The process of replacement of clothing accelerated under
the influence of European fashion. This, in turn, leads to the loss of
traditional national costumes of the peoples living in Central Asia.
